The Peshastin Mill Waterfront
Campaign Update

A regional effort is under way to acquire 14 acres (more than 3/4 mile of Wenatchee River shoreline) at
the former Peshastin Mill Site just west of the town of Peshastin. Once purchased, it will be owned by the
Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife and preserve public access for fishing, hiking, cross country
skiing, and other low-impact recreational use. This property is currently for sale by the Port of Chelan
County for $475,000. Over $165,000 has been donated as of this fundraiser at the winery. The goal is to
keep this stretch of shoreline accessible to the public. If the property is sold for private development, it is
likely public access to this section of the river will be lost forever.

WDFW seeks support for Steelhead License Plate

OLYMPIAT A special license plate featuring a steelhead i the official state fish of Washington i could be an option
for vehicle owners if a proposal for the new plate is approved by the state Legislature.

The Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife (WDFW) is proposing the plate to generate revenue that would be
used to help support activities critical to conserving populations of native steelhead.

In much of Washington, native steelhead are listed for protection under the federal Endangered Species Act. WDFW
is currently taking several actions to restore those populations to sustainable levels, including measures that guide
fisheries management, hatchery operations and habitat-restoration programs.

Before the state Legislature can consider the proposal, state law requires WDFW to show that people intend to
purchase at least 3,500 plates, which would be available for cars, motorcycles and trailers.

People interested in purchasing steelhead plates can submit a signature and indicate the number of plates they
would | i kely pur chas ehttipo/wndwWa.goWiicensewpdatessie¢lhead/a The website includes
additional information on the proposal, as well as an image of the plate.

Submitting a signature is not an obligation to buy a plate.

Currently, the initial price of special wildlife-themed background plates ranges from $54 to $72 depending on the
vehicle, in addition to the regular license fees.

WFWC Commission to consider proposed rules
affecting wildlife interaction, sport fishing

OLYMPIA i The Washington Fish and Wildlife Commission will consider approving revisions to rules
addressing sources of conflict between people and wildlife, such as wildlife damaging crops or harming
livestock, at a meeting Nov. 13-14 in Olympia.

The commission also will hold a public meeting on Puget Sound and Washington coast sport fishing rule
proposals and consider land transactions in Asotin and Cowlitz counties.

The commission, a nine-member panel that sets policy for the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife
(WDFW), will convene at 8 a.m. both days in Room 172 of the Natural Resources Building, 1111
Washington St., on the state Capitol Campus. An agenda for the meeting is available at
http://wdfw.wa.gov/commission/.

WDFW is seeking a variety of changes rules relating to interactions between humans and wildlife such as
deer, elk, cougars or wolves. These revisions, for example, address reporting and permit requirements for
people dealing with a wildlife conflict. One proposal clarifies requirements for a crop or livestock producer
to receive state compensation for losses caused by wildlife.

A public hearing is scheduled Saturday on proposed sport fishing rule changes for freshwater areas of
Puget Sound and the Washington coast. The changes cover fishing seasons, daily limits and other rules.
The department déds North Coast Steel head Advi s cspost
fishing rules protecting wild steelhead in several coastal rivers. Those recommendations include:

1 Requiring the release of all wild steelhead and rainbow trout on select streams.
Limiting the use of bait to times and locations hatchery steelhead return.

1 Prohibiting fishing from floating devices equipped with internal combustion motors on all north coast
rivers.

To review and comment on the advisory group recommendations and proposed sport fishing rules, visit

WDFW's webpage at http://wdfw.wa.gov/fishing/requlations/rule _proposals/. Comments will be accepted
online through Nov. 12.

Fishery managers recommended that 50 sport fishing rule proposals move forward for additional review.
One of those is a proposal on the lower Columbia River that was held over from last year in order to
coordinate with fishery managers in Oregon.

In other business, the commission will consider proposals by the department to acquire 570 acres of
riparian area near Merrill Lake in Cowlitz County and 2,061 acres of riparian and high meadow lands in
Asotin County to protect habitat for fish and wildlife.

WDFW fishery managers will provide a briefing on Grays Harbor and Puget Sound salmon runs and in-
season management actions. A public hearing on the topic is scheduled Friday afternoon.
